Warm up routines that build a clean, rich tone.

Correct Fingerings for all notes including trill fingerings will be thoroughly reviewed for both flute and piccolo (free
fingering guides will be handed out).

How to breathe properly and make the most out of your breath and projection.

Intonation — Using tuning devices, tuning by ear, how to play well in tune with other instruments, your instruments
natural tendencies when it comes to tuning in all dynamics.

Care and maintenance of your instrument — how to keep your instrument in shape in the cold, the extreme heat and
humidity.

Vibrato production and use.

Articulation for both single and double tonguing.

Piccolo —The “Screeching Twig”can it truly be tamed? — 5 steps from Screech to Scrumptious!

Efficient Practice routines and mental strategies that help you become the best performer you can be under the
pressure of chair auditions and concert performance.

How to get noticed and distinguish yourself from the many other aspiring flute/piccolo players in your section and
how to handle those audition “jitters”.

* There will also be a two hour seminar for all junior and senior high band directors given by Tracy Harris to
help those directors that are not flute or piccolo specialists with the particular intricacies of coaching flute and
piccolo in a band setting.

* A woodwind technician will visit during the class for flute and piccolo repairs as needed and there will be a
two hour flute and piccolo demonstration for anyone interested in the new rental or purchase of an instrument.
